Guest Speaker Bios

Dave Dahlgren, USU Extension

David K. Dahlgren is an Assistant Professor, Wildlife Extension, Wildland Resources Department, Utah
State University. He is a dyed in the wool (true blue) Aggie, having received his Bachelors, Masters,
Doctorate degrees in Wildlife Biology at USU. Dave was a post-doctoral fellow at USU from 2009-

2010. His research and Extension focus at USU has been on sage-grouse ecology and community-based
partnerships in Utah and the Intermountain West. From 2010-2013 he served as the Small Game
Specialist and a NRCS Area Biologist for the Kansas Department of Wildlife, Parks, and Tourism. His
research, management, teaching, and Extension interests include upland game ecology and
management, species of conservation concern coordination and management, harvest management,
range and wildlife interactions, private and public land partnership, local working group facilitation,
database management, and use of dogs in wildlife research and management. Dave is a member of The
Wildlife Society and Society for Range Management. He has also been the chair for the Utah Division of
Wildlife Upland Game Committee, and vice president of the Utah Chukar and Wildlife Foundation. When
not at work, he enjoys time with his wife and three daughters, as well as field time with his German
shorthaired pointers or at a stream with a fly rod in hand.

Darrren Mc Avoy, USU Extension

Darren McAvoy is an Extension Assistant Professor at Utah State University, he directs the Utah Forest
Landowner Education Program chairs the Utah Biomass Resources Group. He was a forestry consulting
and wildfire specialist for Inland Forest Management in Sandpoint, Idaho for seven years. Darren was a
saw squad leader on the Flathead Hotshot Crew in Columbia Falls, Montana and worked on the Yaak
District of the Kootenai National Forest. He produced The Missing Fires video for the National Park
Service for his MS degree in Communications from Utah State University and holds a BS in Forestry from
Colorado State University.
