2) From 2022, an international scientific journal ‘Pastures & Pastoralism’
https://www.grassrootsjournals.org/pp has been launched. It will be published annually in
December every year, with a Special I'YRP issue in 2026.

3) Under Grassroots Global Leadership Program (GLP), Special Fellows on ‘Pastures and
Pastoralism’ https://grassrootsinstitute.ca/glp will be selected and recruited for 2022-25 and for
2024-27. All the Special Fellows on Pastures & Pastoralism will take active part in global,
regional and national activities of I'YRP.

4) TGl is planning to start a Practitioner Diploma on Transhumance and Rangeland Governance
https://grassrootsinstitute.ca/ from 2024 and all the students/participants will undertake Special
Project Works in context of I'YRP.

Nearly USD 9900 will be spent annually on all above 4 activities. This is in addition to our routine
miscellaneous study works under Rangelands Initiative.
